	Increased TA stock through taking properties out of own permanent stock (furnished) and Aberdeen Foyer opening new units in Banchory and Stonehaven (total of 32 units in total).  State that the difficulties in providing sufficient TA are becoming more acute.

	Increased range of TA now available – including direct access, supported units and vulnerable families unit.
	State that further guidance on allocations (reasonable preference) would be useful.

	Argyll & Bute
	Reduced families in B&B and reduced costs of B&B (to average of £81k a month).  Looking to tender for B&B provision and increase availability of private and public furnished TA.
	Increased % of allocations to homeless people

	Clackmannanshire
	Plans for reception facility – which would have impacted significantly on use of B&B - fell through due to land purchase complications.  Work begun on providing self-contained units in existing building to provide TA for young vulnerable single people.
	

	Dundee
	Converting the Lily Walker Centre to meet the terms of the Order.  Life skills training and access to benefits/furniture seen as key to moving people through TA more quickly.  5 supported lodging places developed.  Plan to develop more comprehensive TA plan.
	

	East Ayrshire
	Pilot of PSL scheme is underway, also working on protocol with RSLs for provision of TA.  Plan to replace one of the hostels currently used to house homeless people and to offer alternative types of TA to households escaping domestic abuse.
	Target to increase allocations to homeless people from 125 to 20% - amending allocation policy.

	East Dunbarton
	Planning permission being sought for direct access accommodation.  TA strategy due for completion in near future.  Increased TA units – including lead tenancy scheme and leasing from private sector.  Womens Aid provision also developed and specific provision for 16-24 year olds. Reduced numbers of people placed in B&B and length of time spent there.
	

	East Lothian
	Have carried out review of TA rents which resulted in 25% decrease.  State that face significant challenges in meeting terms of the Order but that significant progress has been made since it came into force.
	Allocations review underway.


	Falkirk
	Units increased from 75 in 03 to 118 – 6 of these provided by RSLs. Further 5 properties allocated for families escaping domestic abuse.
	

	Fife 
	Returned to using B&B despite previously eliminating usage – length of stay in TA rising to average of 157 days – and up to 384 days in some areas due to lack of move-on accommodation.  Lack of access to TA, and lengthening stays, seen as a weakness in peer review.
	Proportion of allocations to homeless people seen as a weakness in peer review.

	Glasgow
	Closure of Peter McCann House on target for July 2006; 6 new resettlement accommodation projects established for residents.  Substantial reduction in use of B&B type accommodation for families with children and pregnant women; 29% increase in use of B&B for single homeless households.  Establishment of a small diversion service from B&B and tender process about to commence for provision of emergency type accommodation.  Development of Response Domestic Abuse pilot has assisted in helping to comply with Order.  Continued concern about out of area placements by neighbouring authorities.  Achieved target of 1600 temporary furnished flats from GHA. 
	No of lets to those discharged from an institution has not kept pace with no of homeless decisions where the Council has a statutory duty to provide permanent accommodation.

	Highland
	TA alternatives to B&B increased – from 48 to 196, including leases from RSLs and private landlords.  Contract in place for 93 B&B rooms – improved standards including better facilities, improved access to advice and information and reduced rates (from £120 per night for household to £25 per night per room).  State this has also helped to increase incomes recovered from HB and competition has reduced rates charged by non-contracted landlords.  Targets set in relation to TA (not specified).  Housing supply issues impact on ability to source sufficient TA.  Supported lodgings scheme in operation.
Average stay overall in TA is 9 weeks.

	Midlothian
	
	New points system due out for consultation.  State 42.5% of allocations to homeless households.

	Moray
	Considering feasibility of supported lodgings scheme for wider client group (currently 3 places for careleavers).  Review of TA recently commenced – including examination of B&B procurement.  Provide transport for children in TA to school where necessary.  PSL scheme in preparation.  15 breaches of the Order.
	Allocations policy recently reviewed.  Policy now is that 70% of allocations go to homeless households and others on general waiting list and 30% to transfers.

	North Lanarkshire
	Temporary dispersed flats increased from 134 to 228 since 2002 using Council stock – also some input from PSL scheme (15 units) and RSLs (5 units).  A range of improvements to security, furnishings and facilities carried out.  Barrier free TA developed. Have complied fully with the Unsuitable Accommodation Order and have set a new target of eradicating the use of B&B for all service users by December 2006 through the development of local accommodation plans.
	Have carried out research to inform allocations policy – currently under political consideration

	Orkney
	TA strategy due to be completed by Summer 2006.
4 Police houses bought and 2 being developed for emergency TA.
	


	Renfrewshire
	New TA development for families established – used by approx 80 families over course of year, as alternative to B&B.  Also provide accommodation specifically for young people leaving care, and barrier-free accommodation.  Quality of TA improved – e.g. TVs and microwaves – high levels of customer satisfaction.  No breaches of the Order – B&B usage reduced by 10% and action plan in place for further reductions.  However state that supply of TA is highly pressured.  
	Ongoing review of allocations policy.  State that wish to significantly increase proportion of RSL lets to homeless households, and also increase proportion of lets from own stock.

	Shetland
	Beginning work to source privately rented properties to use as TA.  However now using B&B when previously had eliminated use.  Length of time in TA also increasing as supply issues mean lack of permanent accommodation.
Work on developing TA strategy delayed due to reorganisation of personnel.  Intend to pursue purchase of property for TA; develop existing shared TA to better meet needs; and consider transferring general voids to TA. 
	

	S. Ayrshire
	Increased numbers of furnished properties within LA and RSL stock but unable to keep pace with need.  Currently developing direct access accommodation; emphasising preventative work; engaging with private sector.  State that unlikely to be able to cease B&B usage in the foreseeable future.  Have done research to assess likely impact on TA of future requirements and are considering implications corporately.
	

	S. Lanarkshire
	TA units increased by 35% (from 233 to 315).  Complying with the Order – aiming to reduce overall B&B usage by 50% by March 07 and continue monitoring out of area placements.  Also aiming to produce TA plan by March 07 in partnership with RSLs.
	Note increase in lets from 19% to 30% - aim to review % and monitor outcomes.  Revised allocations policy to be in place from October 06.

	Stirling
	Have increased TA stock by 50% (additional 43 units) – through acquiring units and procuring leases in the PRS. Also maximising use of LA and RSL vacant property for TA.  Utilised Prudential Borrowing to fund alternatives to B&B.  New build hostel (14 units) to be on site this year.  Local targets set which express B&B as % of overall TA used.
	Monitoring proportion of allocations made to homeless people – insufficient one bedroom properties.


	Western Isles
	Time spent in TA is increasing, due to general pressure on homelessness services.

Increased provision of TA – established foyer, purchase and renovation of 2 large properties to establish shared TA.  However no suitable properties identified in Barra.

Over 100% increase in LA TA since 2003 but no prospect of reduced use of B&B.

Emergency travel fund has reduced TA costs.

Hostel feasibility study to be carried out this financial year.  Significantly increased costs of providing B&B – from £5k in 20000-01 to £over £140k in 2005-06
	

	West Lothian
	Temporary accommodation provision under review on a partnership basis.  A Quality Standard for TA has been implemented.  Redeveloping 2 hostels to improve quality of TA is a strategic priority for 2006-07.
	States 49.5% of LA permanent lets to homeless households.  Had originally set target as 50% by 2012.
Set target of total allocations offered to households threatened with homelessness as way of keeping people out of TA.
