Note from Energy Networks Association Meeting of
Supplied by SEPA – 23rd Jan 08
Energy Networks Association has been tasked by the UK Government Minister, Malcolm Wicks to report back on the resilience of power supply sub stations in England, following the major flooding in England last summer which nearly resulted in the failure of the Walham sub station in Gloucestershire. 

At the same time the Pitt Review will also be considering flood risks and  critical national infrastructure in its determinations, and will be considering the power supply infrastructure.

The Group is seeking to assess the level of risk to major sub stations across England and Scotland using information from the EA and SEPA. Standard methodologies for assessing the flood risk to power sub stations is being developed along with a standard tool for evaluating and prioritising remedial works . A summary of the work is given below:
1. identify the key infrastructure at risk - at the moment there are no national figures as to how many are at risk - some media reports have claimed very large numbers are at risk;
2. develop mitigation strategies;
3. help identify potential mitigation options and costs of (2). 

Key tools for (SEPA’s/Scottish) input to this project are: 

- the 'Indicative River and Coastal Flood Map', (and equivalent EA products) 

- the 'Flood Asset online database' and 

- SEPA's flood warning schemes (largely to determine if temporary / demountable defences are an option). 

Key issues arising: 

- security of data (probably not an issue for your meeting as such) 

- accessing flood depth information from the map.
