The Scottish Government Getting it right for every child (GIRFEC) and eCare programme teams are hosting a series of three workshops this May and June to support the development of a national electronic information sharing solution as part of Getting it right for every child.  

The workshops will focus on early identification and intervention practice. They will involve discussion around:

· the functionality of a technical solution
· the processes involved in sharing
· the practice issues that may arise from sharing in this new environment
A learning tool has been developed to assist in reflecting these requirements and we are keen to share this as part of the process of collaboration and consultation. This will enable the Scottish Government to identify any further requirements necessary for an electronic information sharing solution for all children who may need their information to be shared.   

The workshops will take place at the Scottish Government offices:

· Thursday 11 June at Victoria Quay, Edinburgh
· Thursday 25 June at Meridian Court, Glasgow
We would require the same delegates to attend all three workshops to ensure consistency in the lessons we can take away from the sessions (this will have to be agreed as appropriate at a local level).  
	We are inviting practitioners with practical child-facing experience to express their interest in taking part, to ensure the practice dimension is thoroughly integrated in the technical solution currently under development.   


Places are limited; we are seeking around 30 to 40 practitioners to work with us to ensure the workshop sessions are productive and interactive.  We are keen to ensure a representative spread of interest from across services for children so we cannot guarantee that you will be allocated a place.  However we will follow up every expression of interest and if you are not asked to get involved in these events, there may be other opportunities as part of our ongoing engagement and development activity to support national electronic information sharing.
