
ScotStat Membership Report – April 2009
Introduction 

1. This paper provides a short overview of the number and profile of people currently registered on the ScotStat Register, as at 29 April 2009. Similar analysis was carried out over a year ago (as at 8 July 2008) so this paper also looks at the change over the period. 
Number of Members
2. There are currently 1,759 members registered on ScotStat. This doesn’t include a number of duplicate records (23) which are pending deletion. The ScotStat Board Support Group (SBSG) have been taking active steps to promote ScotStat and have also encouraged the Statistics Group to promote it amongst their users. There is evidence that this is having some effect with a 10% increase in the number of members since July 2008. We have also been monitoring membership on a monthly basis from November 2008. Chart 1 shows that there has been a steady increase in membership over recent months. The SBSG will continue to promote ScotStat to increase membership further.

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Profile of Members
3. Table 2 shows how the membership profile has changed between July 2008 and April 2009. Excluding those not working, the biggest increase in membership has been from central government users, other public sector users, and local government users with increases of 24%, 19% and 18% respectively over the period. There has also been an increase of over 10% from users in the voluntary sector. There has been a small reduction in users registered from the NHS (3%) and students (3%).

4. Chart 2 shows the profile of registered members by organisation type as at July 2008 and also as at April 2009. Central government, local government and other public sector users now make up a slightly higher proportion of total users than they did a year ago. Whereas users from higher/further education, private sector, NHS employees and students make a slightly lower proportion of total users. 
5. Based on current membership, local government users make up the majority of those registered on ScotStat with a quarter of all users from local government.  This is followed by users from central government (16%) and higher/further education (12%).

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6. ScotStat users are able to select whether they are content for their contact details to be shared openly with all other ScotStat users. Table 3 shows that over half (54%) of all registered users have agreed for their contact details to be shared. This has increased from 52% in April 2008. Those users who have not agreed for their details to be shared can only be contacted by Scottish Government users with admin rights.

Topic Areas

7. Table 4 shows the number of users registered with an interest under each topic and how this has changed from April 2008. The most popular topic continues to be Neighbourhood statistics with 673 users registering an interest. This represents 38.3% of the total number of users on the ScotStat Register. The other topics with large interest (over 30% of all users) include Demography, Scottish Index of Multiple Deprivation and Labour Market. 
8. The topics with the lowest number of users registered are Rates, Fisheries and Geographical Boundaries, with under 4% of all users on the Register selecting these topics. Although it’s worth noting that Geographical Boundaries is a new topic introduced recently so this may explain why membership is low for this topic. 
9. It is encouraging to note that all topics have seen an increase in membership over the period from April 2008.

Coverage of organisations

10. Analysis of registered users’ organisations allows us to identify gaps in coverage. The SBSG can then target their promotion of ScotStat to fill these gaps.

11. As users freely type in the name of their organisation, it is difficult to quantify exactly the number registered under each organisation without additional work to recode data consistently. However some brief notes of the organisations recorded under Central Government, Local Government, NHS and Higher/Further Education are recorded below. There is a drop-down box for users employed by a local authority to select their authority. Table 5 provides a summary of the results using this field.
