SUMMARY

The reported annual Fixed Engine catch of 16,865 wild salmon and grilse
for 2002 is the second lowest catch on record. The catch represents a
decline of 33% when compared to the 2001 catch, and is 79% of the
1997-2001 5-year average. The nationalindex of netting effort, excluding
Solway, is 427 trap months, an increase of 10% compared to 2001 but
90% of the 1997-2001 5-year average.

The reported annual Net & Coble catch of 6,796 wild salmon and grilse is
the lowest on record. This catch represents a decline of 6% when
compared to the numbers caught in 2001 and is 70% of the 1997-2001
5-year average. Reported effort is 101 crew months, an increase of 6%
compared to reports in 2001 and 73% of the 1997-2001 5-year average.

Taking wild salmon and grilse which were retained together with those
released, a total of 57,920 wild salmon and grilse were caught by Rod &
Line in 2002, a decline of 20% compared to the 2001 catch and 89% of
the 1997-2001 5-year average.

A total of 24,042 wild salmon and grilse were reported caught and
released by the Rod & Line fishery in 2002. This catch represents a decline
of 13% compared to reports for 2001 but is 136% of the 1997-2001
5-year average. The proportion of the total rod catch of salmon and grilse
which are subsequently released continues to increase, and accounted
for 42% of all salmon and grilse caught by Rod & Line in 2002.

3,030 wild spring salmon were caught and retained by all methods in
2002, 82% of which were taken by Rod & Line. This overall catch
represents a decline of 24% compared to 2001. A further 2,231 spring
salmon were caught by Rod & Line and released, a decline of 34% from
the 2001 catch. Fish caught and released comprise 47% of all spring
salmon caught by Rod and Line in 2002.

The annual sea trout catch by the Fixed Engine fishery (4,407) is the third
lowest on record, while the Net & Coble catch (4,560) isthe second lowest
on record. The total number of sea trout taken by Rod & Line (caught and
released plus caught and retained) in 2002 was 35,469, an increase of
11% over the 2001 catch and 99% of the 1997-2001 5-year average.

11,632 sea trout were reported caught and released by the Rod & Line
fishery, anincrease of 7% compared to the 2001 catch. Catch and release
represents 33% of the total Rod & Line catch of sea trout in 2002.



This Bulletin summarises catch and fishing effort data reported by Scottish
salmon and sea trout fisheries for the year 2002. The information provides an

accurate guide to the current state of the fisheries as reported, but should only
be used as a rough guide to the status of salmon and sea trout populations.
Catch size is influenced by many factors and differences in catch between years
do not necessarily reflect differences in the abundance of the populations from
which the catch is derived. The effect of the foot and mouth outbreak during
2001 and the resulting restrictions imposed on access to the countryside during
much of that season, needs to be taken into consideration when comparing the
2002 catch figures with those for 2001.

Data collection

The statistics presented here are obtained from returns made in response to an
annual questionnaire sent to the proprietors and occupiers of salmon fisheries
under the provisions of section 15 of the Salmon and Freshwater Fisheries
(Protection) (Scotland) Act 1951 as amended by the Salmon Act, 1986. In 2002,
1936 forms were sent, of which 94% were returned in time to be included in
this summary (Table 6, page 25). The information presented in this Bulletin is
the summation of reports from individual fisheries; no attempt has been made
to correct the data for non-returns, or gaps in the register of proprietors and
occupiers.

Fishery Districts and Regions

For the purposes of this Bulletin, data are combined geographically into 62
statistical Districts, which are further aggregated into 11 Regions (pages 26 and
27). Districts correspond eitherto a single river catchment together with adjacent
coast orgroups of neighbouring river catchments and associated coastline. Some
parts of Scotland, in particular Orkney and Shetland, are not considered fully
covered by the survey at present and have been omitted from the regional
analyses. The register of owners and occupiers of Scottish salmon fisheries
continues to be updated to improve the accuracy of the survey.

The fisheries

Data in this Bulletin are also collated by fishing method. All Scottish salmon
and sea trout fisheries fall into one of three broad categories:

e  Fixed Enginefisheries largely operate in coastal areas. Within this category,
bag nets, stake nets and jumper nets operate throughout Scotland, while
poke nets and haaf nets are restricted to the Solway Region.

e Net & Coble fisheries are beach seine operations which are generally
restricted to estuaries and the lower reaches of rivers

e Rod&Linefisheries cover recreational angling which generally takes place
within river systems



Catches

Each fishery is asked to provide the numbers and total weight of wild salmon,
grilse and sea trout caught and retained in each month of the fishing season as
well as the numbers and weights of farmed salmon and grilse which have been
caught and retained. In addition, Rod & Line fisheries are asked to provide, for
each month, the numbers and total weight of those salmon, grilse and sea trout
which were caught and may have been retained, but were released back into
the river (catch & release). Data published in this Bulletin are as reported, no
attempt has been made to correct for “grilse error”, the mis-classification of
fish between grilse and salmon categories.

Fishing effort

Net fisheries are also asked to provide estimates of fishing effort. All fisheries
report the minimum and maximum number of individuals directly employed in
fishing operations in each month. In addition, Fixed Engine fisheries report
minimum and maximum numbers of traps operated in each month while Net &
Coblefisheries report the minimum and maximum number of crews which worked
each month. In both cases, this latter information is used to derive median
monthly effort data. Effort returns from those Fixed Engine fisheries unique to
the Solway (poke and haaf nets) do notyield data which can be easily combined
with returns from the more common gear types. Data from this region are currently
omitted when calculating a national index for Fixed Engine fishing effort (Figures
1and9).

Rod & Line fisheries are not currently asked to provide estimates of fishing effort.

Provision of data

The figures presented in this Bulletin represent the best available information
forthe 2002 fishing season at the time of publication. Ourrecords are amended
when further information becomes available and the most accurate historical
data may be obtained directly from FRS Freshwater Laboratory. Contact
information is given on the back cover.

The numbers and weight of salmon and sea trout caught and retained by both
net and rod fisheries have been collected since 1952 together with data on
netting effort. Catches of farmed salmon and the numbers of wild salmon which
have been caught and released have been collected since 1994. Catch data is
publicly available grouped by fishing method and fishery Region. In order to
maintain confidentiality of the data derived from individual fisheries, the
numbers of fish caught and retained by statistical district are only publicly
available as all fishing methods combined.



Figure 6 shows how regional catches of salmon and grilse in 2002 have changed
compared to the previous 5-year-average (1997-2001). For each fishing method,
catches declined in most regions, but there was no evidence of a geographical
pattern to changes in catch either within a given method or among methods.
Fixed Engine catches declined in all but 2 regions (East and North), the largest
declines occurring in the Moray Firth and the North West coast of Scotland. Net
& Coble catches also declined in all but 2 regions (Moray Firth and Solway). Rod
& Line catches (including both retained and released) also declined in most
regions, although increases were recorded in the North East, Solway and Outer

Hebrides.

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The reported number of spring salmon (multi sea-winter fish taken before 1
May) caught and retained by all methods in 2002 was 3,030, 82% of which
were taken by rod and line, 15% by fixed engine and 3% by net & coble (Table
1). This overall catch represents a decline of 24% compared to 2001.

Afurther 2,231 spring salmon were caught by rod & line and released (Table 3),
a decline of 34% from the number caught in 2001. Taking fish caught and
retained together with catch & release, a total of 4,725 spring fish were caught
by rod & line in 2002 (Figure 7). The total catch of spring salmon by rod & line
declined by 31% when compared to the 2001 catch and was 88% of the of the
1997-2001 5-year average.

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Fish caughtand released comprised 47% of the rod & line catch of spring salmon
in 2002, a decline of 2% compared to 2001. Despite the decline compared to
2001, both the numbers of spring salmon caught and released and the
proportion of total spring rod catch which is released, have tended to rise since
1994 when records on catch & release were first kept (Figure 8).

The reported number of summer salmon (multi sea-winter fish taken after 30
April) caught and retained in 2002 was 23,238 (Table 1). The rod & line fishery
took 75% of the catch with the fixed engine and net & coble fisheries taking
18% and 7% respectively. This overall catch represented a decline of 24%
compared to 2001, within which each method also registered a decrease.

A further 13,575 summer salmon were caught by rod & line and released
(Table 3), a 9% decline from 2001. Fish caught and released comprised 44% of
the total rod & line catch of summer salmon in 2002.

The reported number of grilse caught and retained in 2002 was 31,271 (Table
1). The rod & line fishery caught 45% of the total and the fixed engine and net &
coble fisheries accounted for 39% and 16% respectively. This overall catch
represented a 26% decrease on the numbers of grilse caught and retained in
2001, a decline which was reflected across all 3 fishing methods.

A total of 8,236 grilse were caught by rod & line and released (Table 3), a 12%
decline from 2001. Catch & release comprised 37% of the total rod & line catch
of grilse in 2002.
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Tables 4 and 5 (pages 23 and 24) summarise the reported numbers and total
weights of salmon and grilse of farmed origin caught and retained in 2002. A
total of 191 fish of farmed origin were reported in 2002, a decline of 68% when
compared to 2001 data. This decline was reflected across all 3 fishing methods.
Salmon and grilse of farmed origin represented 0.2% of the total number of
salmon and grilse caught in 2002, a decline when compared to the value of
0.6% for 2001.

The distribution of farmed origin fish was uneven, a total of 81% being taken in
the North, North West and West regions. The Outer Hebrides farmed origin catch
accounted forless than 1% of the total caught and retained and no farmed origin
fish were reported caught in the East region.

SEA TROUT

A total of 4,407 sea trout were reported caught and retained in Scottish Fixed
Engine fisheries in 2002 (Table 1, Figure 9), which was a decline of 16%
compared to 2001, and 88% of the 1997-2001 5-year average. This catch is the
thrid lowest on record. On the other hand, the national index of fishing effort
was 427 trap months, a 10% increase compared to reports for 2001 and 90%
of the 1997-2001 5-year average.

A total of 4,560 sea trout were reported caught and retained in Scottish Net &
Coble fisheries in 2002 (Table 1, Figure 10), a decrease of 12% compared to
2001, and the second lowest catch on record. The reported catch in 2002 was
70% ofthe 1997-2001 5-year average. Reported effort was 101 crew months an
increase of 6% compared to reports for 2001, but which was nevertheless the
second lowest on record, and was 73% of the 1997-2001 5-year average.

23,837 seatrout were reported caught and retained in the Rod & Line fisheries in
2002 (Table 1, Figure 11). This represents an increase of 13% compared to the
2001 catch and was 90% of the 1997-2001 5-year average. As with the salmon
and grilse, additional sea trout were taken by the rod & line fishery and
subsequently released.

A total of 11,632 sea trout were reported caught and released by the rod & line
fishery in 2002 (Table 3, Figure 11). This represents an increase of 7% when
compared to the 2001 catch, and is 123% of the 1997-2001 5-year average. This
is the second highest catch & release total on record. The proportion of the total
rod catch that these fish represent decreased from 34% in 2001 to 33% in 2002.
The number of sea trout caught and released and the proportion of the total rod
catch which these fish represent, have tended to increase since 1994, the year
catch & release information was first recorded (Figure 12).

Taking fish caught and retained together with catch & release, a total of 35,469
sea trout were caught by rod & line in 2002 (Figure 11), an increase of 11%
compared to the 2001 catch and 99% of the 1997-2001 5-year average. We
have no record of effort in the rod & line fishery.

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The distribution of the sea trout catch among regions is shown in Figure 13 by
method. As with salmon and grilse returns, the catches of sea trout in both net
fisheries were dominated by relatively few regions in 2002. 99% of fixed engine
and 98% of net & coble sea trout catches were taken in just three regions (East,
North East and Solway). Rod & line catches (which includes both retained and
released fish), showed a more even geographical spread with no region

accounting for more than 30% of the catch.

Figure 14 shows how regional catches of sea trout in 2002 compare with the
previous 5-year-average (1997-2001). Rod & line (including both retained and
released), and fixed engine fisheries showed no overall pattern in catch while
net & coble catches declined in all regions except the Moray Firth and Solway.
The high percentage change in the Solway is the result of an increase in the
catch of a single fishery and a low aggregate catch for the region as a whole
(Table 1).
