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Blood Testing Following Criminal Incidents Where There Is A Risk
Of Infection: Proposals for Legislation

and I have the following comments.

Question 1

It would be unfair and divisive to apply any legislation giving rights to apply for
information about blood borne viral infections, which may have caused infection, to
any particular group or groups. We believe any such legislation should apply
universally.

Consideration may need to be given to chaotic drug users when there may be
difficulty in locating them timeously in qrder to test and respond to the results.

Another issue surrounds the position of those persons tested who are required to
declare the outcome of testing (either positive or negative). Similarly, insurance
companies may ask persons seeking insurance if they had cause, as a victim, to
make a request for information.

Question 2

We agree that mandatory blood testing should only be ordered by a Sheriff.
However, Sheriffs could also compel an alleged perpetrator or a health professional
