Function

To identify gaps in transport policy which if filled would contribute to delivering the Scottish Government’s national outcomes; to be used as a sounding board for new ideas about possible ways forward and test out new ideas; to provide advice on NTS indicators and monitor progress against agreed indicators. 

Time Commitment and Lifespan of the Group
Members will be expected to attend around 3 meetings per year.  The Stakeholder Group will operate until the first formal review of the NTS is commenced (2010/11).
