
On behalf of the Church of Scotland’s World Mission Council I thank you for initiating a strategic review of the Scottish Government’s international development policy and inviting interested parties to contribute to this review.
 
The initial conversation with World Mission Council resulted in the following comments:
 
· It was felt that while the themes are still appropriate, the areas of work should not be widened so as not to lose focus.
 
· It was agreed that work should be extended beyond Malawi. The possibility of Scotland being involved in a Muslim country in South Asia was seen as a positive counter to the negative consequences of the UK’s involvement in Iraq.
 
· It was felt it was difficult to make recommendations about funding without access to evaluations on the three different grant schemes. Nevertheless, it was agreed that funding schemes should continue.
 
I realise these comments are very brief, but there were only limited opportunities to discuss the issue within the timeframe.
