
I have been thinking about your short paper.

It struck me when I read it that something was missing but have had difficulty putting my finger on it. I happened to be doing some work on a common wealth scholarship proposal and realised the issues for me was the lack of emphasis on "building for capacity" through empowering the person undertaking the learning.

On reflection  I felt their was an over emphasis in the paper on delivering a course but not what that course would do the community as whole. Yes their is a demand for the technical expertise and that needs to be an important feature but without contextualising that performance to in-country requirements they will not achieve a true sense of empowerment and self sufficiency. The provider of the education has to deal with the cultural sensitivities and practices. As you know we achieve this through a practice based learning model and I am not suggesting that is the only way of achieving this. What I am saying is that any bid for the money should address the "how" of that being achieved.

Hope these thoughts will be of some use, I am sure you will have heard the same from else where.
