For legal costs, hours worked and hourly rates, please note that the Executive does not hold information on these for non-Executive PFI/PPP projects.  This is a matter for each individual public sector procuring body.

Information on the SE's PFI/PPP projects is as follows:

Skye Bridge (not now a PFI/PPP)
There were no external legal costs for the Skye Bridge project which became operational in 1995 (and pre-dates Scottish devolution in 1999).  The Scottish Office (what the Executive was known as then) solicitors provided all legal support and advice and there is no record or breakdown of these in house legal resources. 

Kilmarnock Prison

Legal details for this project, which dates back to 1996-97 (and again pre-dates devolution), are no longer held by the Executive.

The Scottish Office (what the Executive was known as then) solicitors provided the majority of legal support and advice for this project which dates back to 1997.  There are no records or breakdown of these in house legal resources.  Some work was carried out by a legal secondee to The Scottish Office and information on this can be found in the National Audit Office study into this project which is publicly available and entitled "The Private Finance Initiative: The Contract to Complete and Operate the A74(M)/M74 Motorway in Scotland" (ISBN no. 0102652996).

The M77 / Glasgow Southern Orbital is a joint PPP project between the 2 main parties of the Executive and East Renfrewshire Council (2 other Councils are also involved).  The Executive has information on the invoices it has paid to the external legal advisers in relation to this project but does not hold information on what East Renfrewshire Council (or the other 2 Councils) have paid in legal costs, so the Executive does not hold information on the total legal bill for this project, nor the hours worked nor the hourly rates charged.
