BACKGROUND

Due to the considerable increase in the workload of MHOs brought about by new duties under the Criminal Procedure (Consequential Provisions) (Scotland) Act 1995, the Adults with Incapacity (Scotland) Act 2000 and the Mental Health (Care and Treatment)(Scotland) Act 2003, the MHO workforce has become of even greater significance to Local Authorities. This annual survey aims to collect information surrounding the MHO workforce.
SCOPE

Please only count the MHO workforce in post at 31st March 2009. Only include those qualified Mental Health Officers who are currently practising. Practising is defined as using legislation directly in relation to working with clients, or potentially using legislation directly in relation to clients e.g. serving on rotas, during the previous 12 months

EXPLANATORY NOTES

· MHOs include all grades of staff including basic grade, senior practitioner posts and team leaders or managers as long as they are practising (see above)
· All permanent staff should be included. However, if a permanent member of staff is off work (i.e. for maternity leave, career break, on long-term sick leave or compassionate leave) for a period of 3 months or more, they should not be included.
· Managers should be included in relation to the sector that covers most of their work

· Do not specify teams under table 1 (other), that are described in table 2.

· MHOs working in specialist MH teams are regarded as being available as MHOs full time, this does not imply they are undertaking only statutory work.

· “Exclusively working as MHO’s” would be those whose contract specifies that they are appointed to primarily undertake statutory Mental Health Officer work; clearly all staff have time for other tasks such as training.
· WTE = Whole-Time Equivalent.  Whole-time staff are those working the full standard working week in the authority, likely to range between 35 and 39 hours per week.  For part-time staff, divide the total number of hours worked by the standard working week for staff in your authority. For example, if a person works part time, and works 24 hours out of a 37 hour working week, to calculate their WTE, you do 24/37=0.6 Their WTE is 0.6.
· MHO’s counted in table 3 should also be counted in tables 1 or 2.

· The total number of MHOs counted in Table 1 added to Table 2 should be the same number detailed in Tables 6&7

Average (mean) – we require the average time spent by a single worker. If you have several individuals in the category, you should take each individual’s weekly average hours, add these together, then divide by the number of individuals in the team(s). For example, A Generic Provision Team has 5 workers. Person 1 works on average 2 hours a week on mental health work. Person 2 spends on average 10 hours a week on mental health work. Person 3 spends on average 3 hours a week on mental health work. Person 4 spends on average 7 hours a week on mental health work and person 5 spends on average 11 hours a week on mental health work. Your overall individual average hours would therefore be: (2hrs+10hrs+3hrs+7hrs+11hrs)/5 workers=6.6 hrs.
