Unemployment

· The claimant count unemployment rate in West Dunbartonshire is 6.9% - This is higher than Scotland as a whole.
· The claimant count unemployment rate in West Dunbartonshire has remained about the same since 1999 - in Scotland the rate has fallen by 0.3 pp's.
· Claimant count unemployment amongst 18-24s in West Dunbartonshire has risen much slower than Scotland as a whole in the last year. [West Dunbartonshire: 11% rise, Scotland: 31 % rise]

· Long term claimant count unemployment in West Dunbartonshire has risen much slower than Scotland as a whole in the last year. [West Dunbartonshire: 98% rise, Scotland: 117% rise]
Employment & Jobs
· 76% of working age people in West Dunbartonshire are economically active.  This is lower than the Scotland average of 79.7%.
· The employment rate in West Dunbartonshire is 70%.  This is lower than the Scotland average of 75%.

· The number of employee jobs in West Dunbartonshire increased by 3% between 2007 and 2008. [Scotland stayed fairly steady

· Manufacturing jobs in West Dunbartonshire decreased by 12% between 2007 and 2008.  [Scotland decreased by 5% ]

· Service sector jobs in West Dunbartonshire increased by 5% between 2007 and 2008.  [Scotland increased by 1% ]
Other

· SMEs in West Dunbartonshire employ a significantly greater proportion of all workers compared to Scotland as a whole.
· Median earnings in April 2009 in West Dunbartonshire were £442 per week.  This is 6% lower than those for Scotland as a whole.

· Working age people account for 63% of all people in West Dunbartonshire.  This is higher than for Scotland as a whole.
