1. Introduction
This manual applies to the submission to The Scottish Office of “STATS 19” with effect from the “January 1999” returns.

The “STATS 19” statistics system for road accidents is a common system used throughout Great Britain, with the Department of the Environment, Transport and the Regions (DETR) taking the lead in the design of the system, the definition of the information collected and the production of the notes of guidance.  The changes to the Road Accident Statistics system which apply with effect from the “January 1999” returns were introduced following the Quinquennial Review of the system, which was conducted by the Standing Committee on Road Accident Statistics (SCRAS).  This Committee, which is chaired by a DETR Chief Statistician, includes representatives of the Association of Chief Police Officers in Scotland, the Convention of Scottish Local Authorities, and The Scottish Office.  Copies of the review report are available from DETR (see page 2).  

This manual does not describe how the accident report form, “STATS  19”, is to be completed, nor does it give the definitions of the terms used on the form. That information is contained within the DETR manual “STATS  20”,  which is available from DETR (see page 2).

This manual is designed primarily to give guidance to Police forces and Councils in Scotland on:

a. The validity checks and error procedures to be carried out  prior to the dispatch of  “STATS 19” data  to The Scottish Office.  (Section 3)


b. The procedures for writing and submitting data to The Scottish Office.


(Sections 4 and 5)


c. The Scottish Office procedures for validating the data, and for dealing with data queries.


 (Sections 6 and 7)

The Scottish Office will expect to receive accident data for a particular geographical area from one source only; either the Police or a Council (or an agent operating on their behalf).  However, The Scottish Office is happy to accept accident data and vehicle registration mark (VRM) data from separate sources (eg accident data from a Council and VRMs from the Police). This manual will refer to the body which sends the accident data to The Scottish Office as "the Scottish Local Processing Authority" ( Scottish LPA). 

The Scottish Office collects the statistics in Scotland for its own use, publishes them (for example, in its annual “Road Accidents Scotland” volume), and its Road Engineers include the information about accidents on trunk roads in their database.  The Scottish Office also passes on the Scottish data to DETR.  Any queries that DETR has on the Scottish data are addressed to the Scottish Office, which consults Scottish LPAs where necessary.

Police or Councils experiencing (or anticipating) difficulties in collecting, validating or forwarding data to The Scottish Office should contact a member of the staff of  the Transport Statistics branch within The Scottish Office (see page 2).

The Arrangements for the Submission of Late/Amendment Records for Accidents Occurring in 1998 or Earlier Years.

The previous procedures operate for returns up to and including the “December 1998” returns.  In addition, in cases where it has been agreed by The Scottish Office and the LPA, as a transitional measure, the previous procedures will apply for any agreed ad-hoc submissions, early in 1999, of late and amended records of accidents which occurred in 1998.  (These submissions should not include any records for accidents occurring in 1999, of course.)  The Scottish Office will agree with each LPA when it has received the last submission of data in the “1998” format from that LPA. Thereafter, each LPA must ensure that any subsequent late or amendment records relating to accidents in 1998 (or earlier years) which it submits to the Scottish Office are in the format specified in this manual, and use the code-lists etc specified in the “January 1999” edition of the “STATS 20” manual.

2. Local System Specifications
Introduction
The choice of both hardware and software for local road accidents systems is obviously a matter for each LPA to decide. There are, however, certain basic utilities which LPAs should bear in mind when drawing up specifications for a new system, or modifying an existing one.

Specification
Each LPA's system should be able to:

a. Submit accident and VRM data to The Scottish Office in accordance with the requirements set out in Section 5 of this manual.

b. Carry out thorough validation for each record,  including consistency checks for variables held on separate records within an accident set.  ( An accident set is made up of one Attendant Circumstances record together with at least one Vehicle record and at least one Casualty record).  The checks set out in this manual should be regarded as the minimum for each Scottish LPA.

c. Submit amendment records to The Scottish Office in the event of changes to any of the accident details.


d. Hold complete accident and VRM data for the year(s) being reported to The Scottish Office.

e. Be able to resubmit data, by month of submission, to The Scottish Office.  This is necessary because of occasional faulty disks or damage to disks in transit. 

Standards for the Submission of Data to The Scottish Office
The standards for the submission of data to The Scottish Office are set out in Section 5.  Any Scottish LPA wishing to provide data using any other medium or format should first discuss the possibilities with the Scottish Office IT Support Analyst (see page 2).  

3. Local Validity Checks and Error Procedures
Background
Road accident data is used both locally and nationally:


a. For directing remedial work on junctions and other accident locations;


b. For directing publicity or training resources where needed;


c. To maximise the effectiveness of police enforcement policies.

For all these uses it is essential that the data collected is reliable.

Local checking of the data is required to eliminate coding and keying errors, and also to check that all the variables have been completed as far as possible. Local checking also enables errors and/or queries to be settled with the minimum of delay.

Options for Data Validation and Transmission to The Scottish Office
There is a choice of two procedures for validating and transmitting “STATS 19” data. Either:

a. The Police check the data themselves, and then send the validated,  nationally  required data to The Scottish Office and to the appropriate local Council(s).  Data  sent  to the  Council(s)  may  contain additional locally agreed information.

or
b. The Police send the data, including any additional local information, to the appropriate local Council(s).  A Council then carries out the necessary validation procedures, and sends the valid, nationally required data to The Scottish Office.

In both cases the data must be validated locally before transmission to The Scottish Office.

Validity Checks
Annexes 1 - 3, set out the checks which  both The Scottish Office and the DETR apply to the “STATS 19” data.  The Scottish Office computer system carries out additional checks which are specified in Annex 5. Scottish LPAs are requested to ensure that their checks cover both the DETR checks and the Scottish Office checks. 

Error Procedures
Accident sets which contain missing data, or data which has been identified as invalid (or suspect), should be referred back to the originator as soon as possible for correction, or confirmation. 

Incomplete accident sets, which are missing one or more records, should not be sent to The Scottish Office. However,  LPAs may submit accidents where minor data items are missing, if they are able to resubmit with full details at a later date.

4. Writing Records 
A. Accident Records
Record Format
The formats for the Attendant Circumstances, Vehicle and Casualty records are set out in Annexes 1-3.

Those LPAs who wish to submit “Contributory Factors” should do so using the fields at the end of the Attendant Circumstances record, as shown in Annex 1.  Those LPAs completing the “Contributory Factor” fields at the end of the Attendant Circumstances record should ensure that the standard record length for accident data  is 125 characters for all records (Attendant Circumstances, Vehicle, Casualty, File Identity and any Control record) with effect from their “January 1999” returns.

Those LPAs who are not supplying “Contributory Factors” should ignore these fields.  They should submit records with a standard length of either 100 characters or 125 characters: they may choose whichever of these two standard lengths they wish, provided that the same standard length is used for all the records in a submission. 

File Identity (Header) Records
File Identity (Header) records are still required by The Scottish Office.  Details are specified in Annex 6.

Control (Trailer) records are no longer required.  Scottish LPAs may continue supplying Control (Trailer) records, if they wish to do so, but such records will be ignored by The Scottish Office.

Amendments
Only one set of records should appear on a file for an accident. Where details have been amended locally before the accident is first notified to The Scottish Office, the file should contain one complete set of 'new' records for the accident (ie. for ‘new’ records, the second digit of each record type is '1'). Where details of an accident have been amended after submission to The Scottish Office, a complete set of 'amended' records should be supplied for the accident (i.e. for ‘amendment’ records, the second digit of each record type is '5').

If an accident needs to be removed from the Scottish Office’s database, (eg. if a Procurator Fiscal's report attributes cause of death to natural causes and no other casualties are involved) the Scottish LPA should write to The Scottish Office Transport Statistics Branch (see page 2), stating the Reference Number, Date and Severity of the accident.

B. Vehicle Registration Mark Records
Format
The Standing Committee on Road Accident Statistics (SCRAS) agreed that VRM data may now be submitted to The Scottish Office within the “STATS19” Vehicle record.  It is up to each LPA to decide whether it wants to submit VRM data on the Vehicle records, or whether it wishes to continue to submit VRM data using separate VRM records.

The format to be used for VRM data which is included within the Vehicle record is set out in Annex 2.  LPAs moving to the new format should give The Scottish Office 3 months’ prior notice and submit a “test” disk before proceeding with the new format.  LPAs must not change from the new format to the old format without the agreement of The Scottish Office 

The format for VRM records is set out in Annex 4.

5. Procedures for Submitting “STATS 19” and Vehicle Registration Mark Data
Timescale for Submitting Data
Disks should be sent to The Scottish Office monthly, within 6 weeks of the end of the month to which the return relates (or by the end of February, in the case of “December” returns). The Scottish Office would welcome any data that can be sent earlier. 

Please Don't Delay a Return for a Small Number of Late or Erroneous Records:  The dispatch of a month's data should not be held up for small numbers of late reports,  nor for a small number of minor errors which can be sent or corrected in the following month’s submission.

Transportation of Disks 
Disks are transported between The Scottish Office and Scottish LPAs by post.  Where possible, LPAs should send accident disks and VRM disks at the same time.  Data should be sent to the Scottish Office Business Support Unit (address on page 2). 
Standards

Unless agreed otherwise in advance, the standards below must be followed when submitting data. Any Scottish LPAs wishing to provide data using any other medium and/or format should first discuss the possibilities with the Scottish Office IT Support Analyst (see page 2).

Medium
Data should be transmitted on the following medium:-

Names Of Files
Files should be named according to the following convention:-


T99YYMM.DAT  where:-

· ‘T’ = type of data (‘A’ for Accident data, ‘V’ for VRM data)

· ‘99’= the code number of the Police Force (e.g. 91=Northern, 92=Grampian etc)

· ‘YYMM’=indicates the year/month sequence for the return (e.g. 9709 for the “September 1997 return”)

Accompanying Documentation
Data should be accompanied by a transit slip (photocopy of Annex 7) detailing:-

· return address

· contact name and telephone number

· number of enclosed disks and their external labels

· number of files on each disk

· a record count for each file

6. The Scottish Office  Validation Procedures
A. Accident Records
Introduction
The data are validated whilst being loaded onto The Scottish Office's road accidents database. Annexes 1, 2 and 3 describe the validation checks which are carried out by both The Scottish Office and DETR.  Annex 5 describes the additional checks which are carried out by The Scottish Office.  LPAs should carry out the same checks themselves, to avoid queries being raised on their data.

The validation system will identify 2 levels of error:


a. Hard Errors - Structural errors, or errors to key variables, and


b. Soft Errors - Range errors or inconsistencies for all other variables

Hard Errors
If any of the following errors are detected within a record, the full accident set for that record is not accepted.  The Scottish Office Transport Statistics Branch has on-line terminal access to the details of the record and will either telephone the appropriate authority or will write/FAX with details. Depending upon the circumstances, such as the nature of the error(s) and the amount of additional information that may be required to correct the error(s), the Statistics Branch may amend the record on-line (in which case the LPA will not require to resubmit the record) or the LPA may have to resubmit the accident sets on a subsequent disk. The hard errors are:

a. Accident reference number contains BLANKs;

b. There is no Attendant Circumstance, or no Vehicle record or no Casualty record for an accident set;

c. Police force code is invalid or is inconsistent with local authority code;

d. Number of vehicles and/or casualties noted on the Attendant Circumstances record is inconsistent with the actual number of Vehicle/Casualty records in the accident set;

e. The severity of the accident, if provided in the Attendant Circumstances record, is not the same as that of the most severe casualty in the accident set

f. There is no Vehicle record corresponding to the vehicle reference specified on a Casualty record

Soft Errors
The Scottish Office validation procedure produces a report listing the apparent errors in each accident set and Transport Statistics Branch has an on-line system to correct these errors.  If the error is obvious, it may be corrected by The Scottish Office, otherwise the LPA will be contacted, either by telephone or in writing if there are many errors. If any LPA continues to submit similar errors each month then it will be asked to amend its validation procedures. 

B. VRM Records
The Scottish Office does not have any validation procedures for the VRM data. It passes  the data to DETR which has validation procedures that check that the VRM is written in a valid format (see Annex 4), and that a corresponding Vehicle record has been submitted. DETR will notify The Scottish Office if it considers the number of records failing either check to be unacceptable. 

VRMs are subsequently linked with records held at DVLA Swansea. DETR will notify The Scottish Office  if  it considers the number of records failing to match successfully  to be unacceptable.

7.  Changes to Validation Procedures: with effect from the “January 1999” returns
The Quinquennial Review of the collection of road injury accident data recommended a number of changes  to  the  “STATS 19”  injury accident report  form  for implementation with effect from the “January 1999” returns. The changes which will necessitate amendments to the validation checks are as follows;

For each Police Force area, 12 returns per year should be made to the Scottish Executive: one per month.
