Invitations will be circulated on Friday 31 August 2007.    Board members will receive an invitation.

It is our intention to write a report on the outcomes the conference and to feed this back to delegates and, crucially, to the Statistician Group, other relevant areas of the Scottish Executive and other organisations allied to ScotStat for them to consider and take forward in terms of the official statistics they are responsible for.
