· The least deprived areas for this domain are those where there is a lack of the recorded crimes/offences listed above.  
· The figures represent the area where the crime/offence took place and not the area of residence of the perpetrator. 


	Geographic Referencing
	· geo-referenced crime records from Scotland's eight police forces 

· In 2006 there was a lack of full address information for some crimes/ offences. In these cases, partial addresses were matched to postcodes or data zone using MatchCode. Address information was available for 93% of SIMD crimes. Crimes/offences that could not be geo-referenced were allocated to a data zone within the police force based on the information provided. The remaining SIMD crime count was grossed up to the published LA total.

 

	Relevance
	The SIMD is the Scottish Government’s tool for identifying small area concentrations of multiple deprivation across all of Scotland and is relevant to  policies aimed at tackling the causes and effects of multiple deprivation.  The crime domain contributes to the overall index and had a weighting of 5 per cent of the total indicator in the SIMD2006.  

Key indicator used to monitor:

· This indicator is useful for SOAs as it can be used to identify small area concentrations of crime deprivation within a local authority, and it can also indicate crime deprivation for the LA is as a whole.

· This indicator is used in the National Performance Framework in context of the Strategic Objective ‘we have tackled the significant inequalities in Scottish society’   It underpins many of the National Indicators but is not one in its own right and therefore does not have a Scotland Performs arrow.

	· The population of the appropriate geography.  There will be high rates in some areas due to e.g. workers coming in, football matches, music festivals.  


	Accuracy
	· In 2006, address information was available for 93% of SIMD crimes.



	Comparability
	· SIMD 2006 was the first time the crime domain was included.  The 2009 update will use three year averages.
  

	Geographical Availability
	· Data zone, intermediate geography, local authority and Scotland level. 

· Figures can also be produced for Health Board and parliamentary constituency.  However for these geographies, it will be a ‘best fit’.

 

	Available on SNS?
	· You can find out the number of SIMD crimes per 10,000 of the population in each of the geographies through the SNS website.  The indicator can be found using the Advanced Reporter via the ‘Crime and justice’ section.

Within the Advanced Reporter there is also an ‘Index of Deprivation’ section which shows the crime deprivation decile of each data zone (decile 1 is the most deprived).
Information can be found on the SNS site through the standard reporter, advanced reporter, data download and data guide sections.
