	The SIMD is the Scottish Government’s tool for identifying small area concentrations of multiple deprivation across all of Scotland and is relevant to  policies aimed at tackling the causes and effects of multiple deprivation.  The Access domain contributes to the overall index and had a weighting of 9 per cent of the total indicator in the SIMD2006.  

Key indicator used to monitor:

· This is indicator is useful for SOAs as it can be used to identify Access deprivation within a local authority, and it can also indicate how Access deprived the LA is as a whole.

· This indicator is used in the National Performance Framework in context of the Strategic Objective ‘we have tackled the significant inequalities in Scottish society’   It underpins many of the National Indicators but is not one in its own right and therefore does not have a Scotland Performs arrow.
