


Analysis of SIMD 2009 against other indicators
1. This paper provides an initial analysis of the results of SIMD 2009 against a range of other indicators that can be used to paint a picture of an area and issues relevant to neighbourhood deprivation and the life chances of those living in deprived areas.
Poverty


2. In 2007/08, 32% of people in the 15% most deprived datazones according to SIMD 2009 were in relative poverty before housing costs. This figure compared with 15% in the rest of Scotland (Source: DWP Family Resources Survey, 20007/08).  These figures are the same if SIMD 2006 is used showing that the areas moving in and out of the 15% most deprived have not altered the levels of poverty in the most deprived datazones.  
3. In 2007/08, 42% of children in the 15% most deprived datazones according to SIMD 2009 were in relative poverty before housing costs. This figure compared with 16% in the rest of Scotland (Source: DWP Family Resources Survey, 20007/08).  Using the 15% most deprived areas identified by SIMD 2006, the 15% most deprived areas had 42% of children living in relative poverty before housing costs compared to 17% in the rest of the country.  These figures are very similar to those using SIMD 2009 which shows that datazones moving in and out of the 15% most deprived have not altered levels of child poverty in the most  deprived areas.
Employment 

4. The SIMD 2009 shows that the percentage of employment deprived people has decreased since SIMD 2006.
  SIMD 2009 shows that 26% of people living in the 15% most deprived areas are employment deprived, compared with 9% in the rest of Scotland (Source: ONS (NOMIS) 2008).  In SIMD 2006, 30% of people living in the 15% most deprived areas were employment deprived, compared with 10% in the rest of Scotland. 
Health


5. Breastfeeding rates at the 6-8 week review are lower in more deprived areas. For babies born in 2008 in the 15% most deprived areas according to SIMD 2009, 20% of mothers were breastfeeding at the 6-8 week review. This includes 13% of mothers who were exclusively breastfeeding. For the remaining areas, 40% of mothers were breastfeeding at the 6-8 week review, including 30% who were exclusively breastfeeding.
  

6. Expectation of life at birth is lower for people living in more deprived areas.  In the SIMD 2009 15% most deprived areas, males are expected to live to 69 years while males in the rest of Scotland are expected to live to 76 years.  Females in the 15% most deprived areas are expected to live to 76 years, while the rest of Scotland's females are expected to live to 81 years (Source: GROS Population and Migration Statistics, Oct 2009).  


Education
7. School leavers in more deprived areas are more likely to enter negative destinations.  A quarter of school leavers in the 15% most deprived datazones in SIMD 2009 go on to negative destinations.  The rest of Scotland sees 12% of its school leavers going on to negative destinations (Source: Scottish Government Education Analytical Services, August 2009).  For SIMD 2006, around 77% of school leavers from the ten per cent most deprived areas entered a positive destination compared with a national average of 87%.  

Neighbourhoods

8. In the 15% most deprived areas for SIMD 2009, 24% of people rate their neighbourhood as fairly or very poor compared to 4% in the rest of the country (Source: SHS 2008, based on 2009 SIMD rankings).  For SIMD 2006, slightly less people at around 20% rated their neighbourhood as fairly or very poor compared to 4% in the rest of the country. 

Crime
9. For SIMD 2009, in the 15% most deprived areas, the crime rate is 2 1/2 times higher than the rest of the country.  In these areas, there is approximately one crime per 10 people, compared to one crime per 25 people in the rest of Scotland (Source: Scottish Police Forces, 2007-08).  Previously, SIMD 2006 showed that the 15% most deprived areas had a crime rate that was more than 4 times higher than the rest of the country. There was approximately one crime per six people compared to one crime per 26 people in the rest of Scotland.

� These figures do not represent the whole of Scotland as not all Health Boards use the CHSP Pre-School system from which the data are derived.  The boards which are excluded are NHS Grampian and NHS Orkney.
