Passengers’ View Scotland (PVS) is the working name of the Public Transport Users’ Committee for Scotland, a statutory advisory body established under the Transport (Scotland) Act 2005 to consider and make recommendations to the Scottish Ministers about any matter relating to public transport services in, from or to Scotland.  
PVS strongly welcomes the aim of making the Games an exemplar of sustainable transport, and would add the following brief comments:
· the text on page 51 tends to emphasise access by public transport, whereas access on foot and by bicycle are also important elements of a sustainable transport system and must also be provided for;
· the text also refers to access for all spectators, whereas sustainable transport should also be available to all those who work at the Games (before, during and after the event) and those using the facilities after the Games.  Providing for the former may require the timing of construction etc. to be adjusted so that transport facilities are available well before the actual date of the Games, and the needs of the latter will need to be taken into account as an integral part of the planning and provision of facilities for the Games; and 
· in particular we support the commitment to use the Games as a focus for greater integration of transport ticketing and information; to this end 
the discussions and any plans or systems that are developed should take place in the context of being pilots for more general application, rather than having too close a focus on the specific needs of the Games alone.

I hope these comments are helpful to you.  I am sorry that they arrive with you long after the date for consultation responses.  However, PVS has been going through a period of readjustment and was not able to respond to the consultation before now.
