	Introduction
	The review will consider what vessels would be required to support the routes and services recommended by the review, what vessel replacement is required and future investment requirements more generally.
This review will be considered in conjunction with the Ports and Harbours Work Stream to ensure compatability. 
The review will consider the potential for introducing new vessels, including proposals such as:

· faster and more fuel-efficient vessels 
· different types of fuel and propulsion
· the use of catamarans 

· replacing one large ferry with two or more smaller ferries and vice versa 

· leasing vessels rather than purchasing them 

· streamlining the process for procuring and constructing new vessels
· optimising crewing levels and crew certification
· availability of yards and main components

· standardisation of contracts.

	Background
	The ferries serving Scotland’s island communities are of many different types and sizes and are operated by several different organisations; a fundamental requirement to enable a comprehensive review of Scotland’s ferry services to be undertaken will be to get a full understanding of what ferries are operating where at present.  Following on from this will be to identify if these ferries are being utilised to their best effect on the routes they serve and whether it may be appropriate or possible to move them from their current routes to alternative ones or to make any modifications to them that will enhance their service delivery.  This will also lead onto identification of where and when new or replacement vessels are required, the type and size needed and the long term investment required.  The outcomes from this part of the review will align with the Scottish Government’s National Performance Framework.

REPLACEMENT FERRY INVESTMENT PLANNING 

To enable a long term investment programme to be developed it would be useful to try and identify several types or classes of ferry that between them would be able to serve all the routes required e.g.

· Large (100M +) Displacement RoPax

· Medium (80M) Displacement RoPax

· Medium (70 M) Semi Displacement RoPax

· Medium open (60M) Displacement RoPax

· Small open (40M) Displacement RoPax

· Small passenger only Catamarans

For each class of vessel the particulars would be set and from this initial indicative costs could be ascertained. 

FERRY DESIGN

To enhance the understanding of how different designs relate to cost each class of vessel could be the subject of further analysis e.g.

· Speed : Capital Cost : Operating Cost

· LNG : Electric : Gas Oil : Heavy Fuel

· Speed : Emissions

· Redundancy : Capital Cost

· Enhanced Comfort : Capital Cost

· Enhanced Environmental Protection : Capital Cost

· Enhanced Automation : Capital Cost : Operating Costs

· Quality : Capital Cost : Operating Costs

· Enhanced Passenger Facilities : Capital Cost : Operating Costs

· Crew Number: Capital Cost: Operating Costs
