The Scottish Government’s Transport Directorate is taking forward a comprehensive review of ferry services in Scotland.

The purpose of the review is

1. To develop a shared vision and outcomes for lifeline ferry services in Scotland, in the context of the Government’s Purpose, Economic Strategy and National Transport Strategy ;

2. Analyse the current lifeline ferry services and network, identifying how well it meets the proposed outcomes and how it links to other modal networks ;

3. Inform the Scottish Government’s long term strategy for lifeline ferry services in Scotland in time to feed in to the next spending review, and influence the next round of procurement of ferry services and supporting infrastructure; and

4. Identify policies to be taken forward to deliver the long term strategy, including the planned investment framework.
