	Feis Eige supports the proposed granting of statutory recognition to the National Gaelic Plan and to Bòrd na Gàidhlig. Feis Eige wishes to see a categorical statement in the bill of Gaelic as "one of Scotland's national languages" and as an official language with equality of status with English. Feis Eige believes that the most important issue facing Gaelic at present is that of education. There will only be progress for the language if a statutory right to state education through the medium of Gaelic for all children - when reasonable demand is demonstrated - is included in the bill. The bill should also include provisions for Gaelic to be taught to all children in Scotland at some point in their education. Feis Eige wishes to see Bord na Gaidhlig having the necessary rights to include educational matters within its plan.
