The group felt that Gaelic broadcasting should be referred to in the Gaelic Bill.  This request was made in reference to the complaint that Radio nan Gaidheal is not received in the Borders.
The Bill should enable the Board to encourage public bodies to develop good practice in terms of Gaelic delivery.

The group discussed education at some length and agreed that there was a need for more Gaelic education (at all levels); however, there was uncertainty as to whether the Gaelic Bill should cover education.

There was some discussion as to the membership of Bòrd na Gàidhlig; there was some objection that the Minister selects the Board and that the Board should have a broad representative membership.
