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1 No mention of Gaelic as a national language.

2 No reference to Gaelic as an official language.

3 Culture should be defined.

4 It is important that the Gaelic language be given equal status as English and enshrined in law.

5 The Bòrd should be charged with being pro-active.  It is absolutely important that BnaG has powers to engage with education authorities.

6 Plans – is the word plan weaker than a policy?  Language planning would use a plan for intervention.

7 BnaG should be invested with the powers to demand a Gaelic plan from a public body.

8 The obligation to create a Gaelic plan to be backed up by legislation.

9 A three year review period should replace the five year.

10 Bodies having funds to impart – should also request Gaelic policies from/of funders.

11 In response to Question 4 – Yes.

12 In response to Question 5 – Essential that they do prepare a Gaelic plan.

13 Right to use Gaelic should be written into the plan.

14 Care has to be taken that the enforcement of plans do not disenfranchise new Gaelic speakers.

15 Reply to Question 7 – Should include the word encourage.

16 Reply to Question 8 – Gaelic equal use and equal status within schools.  These rights require to be enshrined in law.

17 Gaelic is not taught as a modern language.

18 Bòrd should have powers to create a scheme for Gaelic education in secondary schools and using technology to further education.

19 Investment in training of Gaelic speaking.

20 Increased use of Gaelic in domains of usage.
