What you told us

We wanted to find out users' thoughts on the SIMD
resources and what we might be able to do to make the
website more relevant and accessible. The SIMD survey
was carried out in May, and we would like to thank the
102 people who responded.

What did people say?

They used the website mainly for research, developing
area profiles and informing strategic planning and
resource allocation.

The rank and indicator data and postcode/data zone
look-up files were the most often used resources, along
with the interactive map and supporting documentation.

It was really positive to know that nearly all respondents
using the resources said they were useful!

SIMD 2019

We are still working on updating SIMD towards the
end of the year. Due to delays in receiving final data,
the date will be confirmed in November.

To
simplify the process, we are therefore
keeping the structure of the SIMD
website fairly unchanged for now, but
keep an eye out for the new resources
once SIMD 2019 is published!
