Pond is stocked with Koi carp from mixed origins and at various sizes/weights/yearclass. The majority of Koi in the pond are
>10years old and have reportedly had no health issues since original stocking. Owner recently received a batch of Koi from
Exclusively Koi Ltd [ O 27th July 2023. Fish were stocked into a quarantine tank at 21
degrees celsius for a 6-week period where they were monitored for poor health and disease. No issues noted so one fish was
introduced to the pond around 3 weeks ago. Following introduction, the existing population of Koi became lethargic and had a
reduced appetite. Some fish were observed lying on the bottom of the pond for extended periods.

Owner suspected parasitic infection so removed a small sample of fish and took skin scrapes which were examined under a
microscope where nothing was found. Owner suspected fluke so treated the pond with a one-off dose of Kusuri Fluke M (A
50mg/g Flubendazole powder medication to eradicate gill and body flukes). No improvement after 3 days so spoke to
manufacturer who suggested it was most likely not fluke that was causing the lethargy in the fish. Owner performed a 50%
water change with mains freshwater that had passed through a RO unit and contacted | L ncolnshire Fish
Health who advised the owner contact Highland Koi for a pond consultation.

Highland Koi visited the site and collected skin scrapes and bacteriology samples. No pathogens were detected, so a viral
infection was suspected and FHI were contacted.

Pond has not experienced any mortalities. Salt was added to the pond following the visit by Highland Koi ~ a week ago, at a
concentration of 0.9% salinity. Owner noted a slight improvement with fish being more active and demonstrating an improved
appetite.

Section 1: Summary

A private garden pond located at |G /oS inspected
following notification from a third party of an unknown cause resulting in moribund fish. Three
moribund fish were removed for diagnostic sampling.

Histopathology examination revealed marked proliferative gill pathology with small areas of
necrosis and oedema. Necrotising nephritis also observed. Lesions were also observed that may
be related to the presence of the carp edema virus (CEV). The presence of CEV was confirmed by
gPCR. Molecular genetic analysis also confirmed the presence of cyprinid herpesvirus type-1
(CyHv-1).

Shewanella putrefaciens and Flavobacteriaceae were identified. The latter did not match the
characteristics of any known fish pathogen.

Section 2: Case Detail

Observations

A private garden pond was inspected following notification of moribund fish from a third party, with
no known cause. The pond is located in |l and was stocked with 14 Koi carp from mixed
origins and at various sizes/weights/yearclass. The majority of Koi in the pond are >10years old
and have reportedly had no health issues since original stocking. Owner recently received a batch
of Koi from Exclusively Koi Ltd, 39 Shuttle Cl, Sidcup, DA15 8EP on 27th July 2023. Fish were
stocked into a quarantine tank at 21 degrees Celsius for a 6-week period where they were monitored
for poor health and disease. No issues noted so one fish was introduced to the pond around 3
weeks ago. Following introduction, the existing population of Koi became lethargic and had a
reduced appetite. Some fish were observed lying on the bottom of the pond for extended periods.
No mortalities have occurred. Three moribund fish were removed for diagnostic sampling.

All three fish were moribund with F3 also demonstrating a loss of equilibrium. Externally, the scales
appeared raised on F3 due to oedema. The throats of F1-2 had haemorrhaging in addition to
haemorrhaging observed along the ventral surface in all three fish. F3 also had slight
haemorrhaging at the base of the fins. The right eye of F2 appeared to have burst.

Internally, the body cavity of F3 was full of clear ascites and the livers in all three fish were quite
dark in colour. F1-2 had a clear lack of fat surrounding the pyloric caeca (PC) and the PC in F3 was
slightly enlarged. F3’s heart was surround in a thick layer of fat. No food was present in the guts of
F1-2 and the kidneys of all three fish were swollen to some extent.

The samples tested negative for Spring Viraemia of Carp (SVC) using PCR and Koi Herpes Virus
(KHV) (CyHv-3) by gPCR.

Parasitology: Three gills were received in 70% ethanol for general parasitological examination.

Gill surface was partially obscured by blood/mucus. No monogenean parasites were observed on
the gills or in the tubes. F3 gill had material between filaments containing fungal hyphae and several
lobose testate amoeba consistent with Centropyxis sp. likely of benign environmental origin.

Histology: Tissue samples of gill, skin and skeletal muscle, heart, pyloric caeca, pancreas, hind
gut, liver, spleen and kidney were taken from F1-3. The tissue samples were fixed in 10% neutral
buffered formalin.

Histopathological examination revealed the following:

Gill: Hyperplasic branchitis with foci of epithelial necrosis (F1-F3), presence of granular leucocytes
also observed, F3 also displayed marked oedema and Gram-negative bacteria observed
associated with cell debris and gill tissue. Several aneurysmal dilation/telangiectasia observed in
F2.

Skin & Muscle: Within the normal range.

Heart: Minor myocarditis (F1) and presence of basophilic nuclei observed in atrium (F3). F2 & F3:
No atrium in section.

Gut and pyloric caeca: Spheric formations in the epithelial lining of the intestine (F1).

Pancreas: Within the normal range.

Liver: Within the normal range. F3: No liver in section.

During the physical inspection of the site, site staff were out collecting the daily mortality and no moribund fish were observed,
even in the pens where mortality had not been collected yet.
